efficiently in groups. This helped students demonstrate coope ration, respect, understanding and helped them
engage in respectful dialogues. We focused on respectful interactions within our learning environment and
endeavoured to create a fair, respectful, positive and supportive learning environment for all members of our
classroom.

In Maths, we explored the relationship between fractions, decimals and
percentages using manipulatives to consolidate our understanding and
learning. We solved operation problems involving fractions and makes
connections between equi  valent fractions, decimals, and percentages. We
connected the decimal representations to the metric system by converting
between common metric units of length, mass, and capacity. Students also
investigated the combinations of transformations, including va rious ways of
interpreting data representations.

In HASS, our Year 6 students were learning about the formation of the
Australian Federation in History and the Australian system of government in
Civics and Citizenship. To consolidate their understanding and research on

these topics, we went on an excursi  on to the Australian Parliament. Students
were taken on a tour of the parliament and were provided with vital

and found firsthand information on his roles and responsibilities as a
representative of the people.
