Dear Respected Staff, Parents and Students, 
The year 2020 was unprecedented with huge challenges!!!  

The first challenge was six school teachers left the school suddenly at the 
beginning of the year without giving school proper notice as per their 
enterprise agreement. Such action almost risked the operation and the 
continuity of the school and praise be to Allah SWT who made things easy for 
us and we found replacements for them in due time. I was con fident that Allah 
SWT will find us a way out of all the calamities we went through as I was 
always reminding myself of this verse from the Quran: ñO believers! Seek 
comfort in patience and prayer. Allah is truly with those who are patient.ò 

Another challenge and concern for the parents was splitting classes last year 
due to teachersô absence. For the first year in the history of the school, we managed to finish the year 
without splitting one single class. 

A third bigger challenge was coming from the Union m isinforming our teachers and staff members on the 
applicability of their old and outdated Enterprise agreement which was signed with the schoolôs previous 
administration in 2011 ï 2013. The union even tried to misinform the parents on the applicability of their EBA 
by asking some of their member teachers to send a unionôs letter to parents. As a matter of fact, the EBA 
was applicable only to three staff members of whom one teacher voluntarily withdrew from the EBA and had 
his full trust in the schoolôs contract instead. This issue took us the whole year fighting to cancel the said 
agreement because of the negative impact it had on our budget. The school never tasted stability because of 
that EBA until recently. It was even hard for me to communicate with som e teachers in the school as they 
wanted me to communicate with them through the union. All of that left me with no other choice but to file a 
case with Fair Work Commission to cancel this old and outdated EBA. ALHAMDULILLAH, we got the reward 
for our patience: on 7th December, the court issued its decision to terminate the 2011 EBA. All our staff are 
now covered under schoolôs contracts with competitive salaries and privileges. 

The fourth biggest challenge faced the school was the COVID-10 Pandemic. Alhamdulillah, we are proud that 
the safety measures we took throughout the year helped us to make it safely and not one single case was 
recorded in our school. May Allah SWT protect all of us! 

Despite all the challenges, we never stopped planning for improving t he school. We planned many school 
events and many positive things happened in term 4 towards the end of the year:  

¶ Kindy and Year Six graduations in December. 

¶ End of year awards ceremony. 

¶ Orientation program for the new kindy enrolments for 2021.  

¶ A special assembly to reward the Dux students for their achievement as well as the winner student of 

the Principalôs Award.

 This term the 4/5 Unicorns have been working on many fun and insightful 

topics, including claymation, biographies of different  people, our fitness 
and we have explored different  parts of the world such as North America 
and Europe.  
 

The students have been expanding their horizons as we have learnt about the native people of North 
America, the Mexican people of modern-day Mexico, the Native Americans of modern-day USA and 
the Inuit  people of modern-day Canada. We looked into the history of these people and the ways 
colonisation negatively impacted on their populations. We used these as comparisons to earlier learning 
we did into Indigenous Australians and their culture and the impact colonisation had here as well. We 
moved onto Europe, both ancient and modern Europe, and the different  wars, movements and leaders 
and how they have changed the face of Europe. From the Kings and Queens of England, France and Spain 
to the dictators of Russia, Germany and Italy.  The impact of the many wars between Britain and France 
and their old rivalry through to them becoming allies during the largest wars in human history in World 
War 1 and World War 2.  
  
While we looked at all these aspects of community development and the ways countries have been shaped 
by individuals, we also took the opportunity  to look into individuals, their stories and contribution to history 
and the students used this information to write the stories of these individuals lives, a biography. We 
looked at many different  figures from people who inspired them, to local hero's and even the founders of 
McDonalds against the man who franchised it and turned it into a worldwide name. Everyone has a story 
to tell and the students have gained the skills to become those story tellers.  
  
Our claymation has been an exciting endeavour, the students have taken many different  roles and have 
been working together as a class to try and finish this project. A claymation is a movie created using a 
series of clay models and hundreds or even thousands of photos to create the scene. The students have 
created the scenery, the models and even written  the scripts themselves. They have practised their lines, 
taken the photos and will edit the final product.  
  
We have finally reached the end of one of the strangest years many of us have ever lived through, we 
have had some difficulties and triumphs and as things change, we always have amazing memories to look 
back on. I  want to thank all the parents for working with me during this year, we have seen some amazing 
results and the students have enjoyed learning this year.

Mathematics   
During term 4, the Year 5 students practised probability and 
statistics by participating in several hands-on experimental 
activities.  
Coin toss probability is a classic for a reason: it's a realistic 
example kids can grasp quickly. The students 
grabbed a coin, gave it a few tosses, and recorded the 
results for themselves onto a worksheet. Once they 
gathered the data, they analysed their results 
and answered some questions about their findings .  

As part of a unit focusing on chance, students were given the following task, which highlights 
weighted outcomes of a spinner:    
 
We spun a spinner a lot of times. - Imtinan  Yacoub 
 
It landed on blue most of the time, on red some  of 
the time and only once on white and once on 
yellow - Ishaq Rahman 
 
We drew a diagram to show what this spinner 
might look like- Fatima Raja 
 

This activity encouraged students to interpret 
language such as 'most', some' and 'once' and 
then design a spinner that reflects this 
language. They developed fraction notation and 
compare simple common fractions such as ¾ 
>  2/3 using physical models. The students plan 
and conduct chance experiments (for example, 
using colours on a spinner) and displayed the 
results of these experiments on a table. 
Students described and calculated probabilities 
using words, and fractions and decimals 
between 0 and 1.   

English   
Biographies   
Year 5 focussed on writing biographies in Term 4. The students are learning to understand that 
biographies give an account of a person's life and achievements.  Students did internet research 
to explore several different types of biographies to help determine their area of 
interest. They chose one notable person they would like to learn more about and conducted 
interviews. Students then filled out a biography scaffold and completed their writing tasks.

Reading/ Drama   
In this unit students studied  the book and film "Hating Alison Ashley" by 
Robin Klein. This is a story about an adolescent girl named 
Erica Yurken who fantasizes about a better life and stardom and school 
rival Alison Ashley, a girl with beauty and brains. Erica is not popular 
and she is desperate to be Alison's friend. Eventually the characters 
come to realize that sometimes people do not lead the perfect life they 
think they do. Students explored literary study such as dramatic 
techniques used within the story. They discussed a number of issues 
surrounding relationships / friendships, identifying self,  problems and 
insecurities. Students demonstrated an understanding of speech and 
film techniques, whilst focusing on writing techniques to drama and 
tension.   
 
Hating Alison Ashley is a perfect example of the saying, ñDonôt judge a 
book by its cover.ò This book teaches children that you should never 
assume anything about anyone, because you never know what goes on behind the scenes. This 
book emphasizes the power of friendship and acceptance, as Erika ends up becoming best friends 
with Alison Ashley, and learns to appreciate the things that she has.

Lessons from the School of Life

All praise is due to Allah, the only one who gave us life and taught us how to live the life H e gave to us, And 

Allah blessing and peace upon the prophet Mohammad. 

A person finds in his or her life these days an unprecedented difficulty - all due to the COVID-19 pandemic 

with drastic measures been introduced by governments around the world.  

Markets are closed, shops have specific opening hours, mixing is minimal, restaurants are closed, lounges are 

closed, shaking hands is forbidden, streets are empty, mouths are muffled, washing hands is a repetitive act 

every hour, leaving the house only for necessity, and wandering around is a violation. 

The motivation for imposing these tough decisions on the citizenry is not because of the governmentôs 

óhatredô of citizens, but the concern for their safety and the overall safety of the society. This is borne out on 

the basis that temporary hardship for days, weeks or months, is the lesser evil to the hardship that can be 

endured over a period of say, years or at least until a vacc ine is found. Overall, the majority of citizens have 

responded positively to the governmentôs tough restrictions. This is because they have learned the wisdom 

behind the decision. The methods applied by governments on their citizens due to COVID-19 pandemic can 

be applied in the provisions of Islamic Sharia. 

Hardship is faced in the implementation of many o f the Sharia requirements. For example, the enjoinment 

upon the Muslims of the five daily prayers, fasting, the veil upon the woman, the prohibition of a lcohol, the 

consumption of usury, prohibition of backbiting, gossip, lying and other evil acts.

Allah has said in His Glorious Qurôan: 

1. "O my people, this worldly life is only [temporary] enjoyment, and indeed, the Hereafter - that is the 

home of [permanent] settlement" (Verse 40:39)  

2. "Those who were allowed to stay behind rejoiced at remaining behind and  not accompanying the 

Messenger of Allah. They were averse to striving in the Way of Allah with their belongings and their 

lives and told others: "Do not  go forth in this fierce heat." Tell them: "The Hell is far fiercer in heat." 

Would that they understand! (Verse (9:81)) 

3. "And will reward them for what they patiently endured [with] a garden [in Paradise] and silk 

[garments] (Verse (76:12)).   

What if a person did not adhere to the government's decisions regarding home quarantine, social distancing 

and other restrictions? 

He or she will definitely be exposed to the disease and may end up having tubes placed in their throat, and 

breathing becomes through a strenuous ventilator machine. They end up regretting their actions but only 

when itôs already too late.  

The government did its duty, but it is the individual that did not fulfil their own duty. Likewise, the orders of 

the Islamic Sharia; be a little patient  of the discomforts of today to receive the glad tiding and be in the 

company of the loved ones, Muhammad (Peace be upon him) and his party  tomorrow. 

Otherwise, whoever does not care about the decisions of Allah and forgets them, Allah forgets them.  

Allah has said in His Glorious Qurôan:  

"And We shaded you with clouds and sent down to you manna and quails, [saying], "Eat  from the good 

things with which We have provided you." And they wronged Us not - but they were [only] wronging 

themselves." (Verse (2:57).  

 

Two rounds of life analogy  

Football (soccer) matches all over the world depend on two halves for each match and th e total number of 

goals scored in the two halves is the decisive factor in determining the winner. Many matches have their 

results upside down in the last minutes with the leading team becoming the loser and the trailing team end 

up winning the match . 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

What if the one who scored a goal or two in the first half and ran cheerfully with his goal, and his teammates 

accept it, and the crowd encourage him, knew that his opponents would eventually score three goals in the 

second half? And the Muslim believes that life has two steps; the first and short way is the world we live in, 

and a long, eternal way is the Hereafter which God Himself has described as the real life. 

 

All disobedience to Allah in the short half will pay a terrible price in the Hereafter.  

 

For example; whoever rejoices in his tyranny and oppression, his upbringing, his wine and his drunkenness, is 

happy to sleep in prayer and abstain from praying, eat in Ramadan and not fast and treasure money and not 

pay his zakat and anyone who rejoices in doing what Allah has forbidden, all of them only score a few goals 

in a short run...  

 

On the other hand, let the believers know for sure th at there is a second-long way in which they are 

rewarded for their obedience and good deeds.  

 

Allah has said in His Glorious Qurôan:  

ñAnd the life of this world is nothing but play and amusement. But far better is the house in the Hereafter for 

those who are Al-Muttaqun (the pious) Will you not then understand? (Verse (6:32)).  So, joy in the Hereafter 

is the clear victory, the great victory, and the real victory.
