We have had a lot of learning experiences in English where students worked with hands on 

act ivities to facilitate their understanding of letters and sounds. All students in Kindergarten have 

started reading their level led home readers and Magic Words and I am pleased to see their 

progress!  

 

        
 

In Maths, we have learnt to identify numb ers 1 to 10 and represent them using pictures. We are 

also working towards using one -to -one correspondence effectively while counting.  Learning to 

identify the number words and days of the week involv es looking at the beginning and last 

sounds!  
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In Science, we have learnt about the basic 

needs of living things. We planted some 

seeds and watched the plants grow over a 

2 week period. Students created a journal 

where they drew the pictures of their plants 

and monitored their plantsõ growth. This 

facilitated their understanding of the things 

that plants need to survive. We also learnt 

about the basic needs of human beings by 

identifying the differences between wants

In Mathematics, we started the term with 

revising our skills in skip counting by 2s, 3s, 5s 

and 10s. We extended ourselves by practising 

to skip count by 4s, 6s , 7s and 8s! Skip counting 

is a crucial step in understanding  multiplication 

and division! The Year 2 have made 

connections between how skip counting 

forwards or backwards is directly related to 

problem solving for multiplication! I encourage 

parents to co ntinue working with their students 

at home to get practise so  to develop fluency 

when solving multiplication questions.  
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In Arts, Year 2 have been exploring Elements of Art and how these elemants are used 

to make a art piece interesting and aesthetically pleasing! Over the weeks, we have 

been using these elements t o create some great pieces of art!  

         

In Design and Technology we have explored toys and how 

they are made to please cutomers. We looked at what the 

customer needs, customer demand and h ow we can 

engage the customers. Year 2 students then made the ir 

own spinning toy to share with younger students!  

 

In Science we looked at the life cycles of living 

things, such as butterflies, chickens, frogs, and 

plants! We also planted some plants to see their 

growth and Insha Allah next term we will be able 

to  get some produce from them! The students are 

definitely learning to display patience, diligence 

and motivation to care for the plants!
